The experience 
continued with a luxurious main course of Slow-Roasted Veal Tenderloin, paired with foie 
gras and truffle roulade, accompanied by green pea mash, roasted carrot purée and a velvety 
port wine sauce. The journey concluded on a sweet note with Chocolate Mousse with Dulce 
de Leche Espuma, offering a smooth and indulgent finish.
